Bemax Resources Limited (Bemax) (the Proponent) seeks approval to implement its proposed Happy
Valley Mineral Sands Mining Project (the Proposal). The Happy Valley Proposal involves
developing, mining and rehabilitating two deposits of titanium mineral ore along the Whicher Scarp,
in the Locality of Gwindinup within the Shire of Capel. The Proposal follows on from the existing
Gwindinup Titanium Mineral Sands Project, which is situated along the base of the escarpment, down-
slope of the Happy Valley deposits.

The Proposal was referred to the Environmental Protection Authority (EPA) under Part IV of the
Environmental Protection Act 1986 (EP Act). The EPA determined that the level of environmental
impact assessment for the Happy Valley proposal will be Environmental Review and Management
Program (ERMP).
